In Sweden, for example,
where taxation has been used to deter consumption, there has
been no discernible reduction in levels of alcohol abuse.

There is no evidence to suggest that the banning of
advertising has any discernible effect upon alcohol abuse. In
countries where advertising has been banned, consumption is
increasing. While in countries where advertising is widespread,
alcohol consumption is declining,

The effect of alcohol advertising is not to increase overall
consumption, but rather to persuade consumers to select one
brand over another,

Some countries believe that drinks should carry warning
labels. Again, this is an attempted solution that does not
address the probiemn. Alcoho! abusers are unlikely to heed such
warnings and would be better served by educational
approaches. '
